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AN ACT TO AMEND THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING SECTION 15‑9‑17 SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT A PROCESS SERVER MAY SERVE A SUMMONS, COMPLAINT, OR OTHER JUDICIAL DOCUMENT ON SUNDAYS UPON ANY PERSON WHO IS NOT GOING TO OR FROM, OR ATTENDING A REGULARLY OR SPECIALLY SCHEDULED CHURCH SERVICE, OR OTHER RELIGIOUS SERVICE.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

Service of process on Sunday

SECTION 1.

The 1976 Code is amended by adding:


“Section 15‑9‑17.

Notwithstanding another provision of law, a process server may serve a summons, complaint, or other judicial document on Sundays; however, a process server may not serve a person who is going to or from or attending a regularly or specially scheduled church or other religious service on Sunday.”
